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This is a different kind of article that I normally write for the newsletter.  

This past week a good friend and nationally acclaimed gospel singer, 

Doug Oldham passed away.  I had the privilege to meet Doug and his wife 

Laura Lee, when I moved to Lynchburg nearly ten years ago. 

 

I write this in memory of a wonderful singer, father, and husband but most 

of all his dedication to the gospel of Jesus Christ and his world wide 

singing ministry.  Doug physically was a large man but spiritually he was 

even larger.  Doug had a way of reaching out to people in all walks of life.  

He sang before world leaders, for presidents beginning with Dwight 

Eisenhower  through George Bush, yet he kept the common touch. 

 

He was the first gospel singer that came and sang at my first church here 

in Lynchburg.  It was at a time Donna was still grieving for her son, 

Michael, who had died in a car accident.  Doug recognized the hurt in her 

heart and before the concert he began sang to her and ministered to her for 

about an hour. 

 

Doug‟s signature song was a gospel song written by Bill Gaither, The 

King is Coming.  He sang this song with power and personal conviction of 

the return of Jesus Christ.  If you ever heard him sing it you knew he 

believed it.  Doug never stopped building the Lord‟s Kingdom while he 

was with us even going so far as bringing his personal physician into 

accepting Jesus Christ as his personal Savior.  It should remind each of us 

regardless of church preference that our responsibility as Disciples of 

Christ is to bring the lost into a saving relationship with God. 
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Doug had been in declining health for the last several years and as a result 

of a fall, he had a broken back.  He was in the University of Virginia  

Hospital waiting for his surgery which for his age and medical condition 

was marginal at best.  The doctors told him he had no better than a 50% 

chance of surviving the operation.  In true Doug Oldham style he said to 

the doctors, “Well I have a 50% chance of going home to my family or a 

50% chance of going home to be with the Lord; either way I win.” 

 

I suppose God said rather than for him to go through the painful recovery, 

it was time for him to come home.  I believe the moment he passed from 

the bounds of this earth, he was in the presence of the King Himself.  We 

should all remember, The King is Coming – Are you Ready?

Yet, sometimes we are constrained to 

feel that God has forgotten or do we say forsaken us?  ñBut (you) said, 

The LORD hath forsaken me, and my Lord hath forgotten me.  Can a 

woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on 

the son of her womb?  Yea, they may forget, yet WILL I NOT FORGET 

THEEò says the Lord.  (Is. 49: 14-15).  ñFor he hath said, I will never 

leave thee, nor forsake theeò (Hebs. 13:5).  Beloved, in God‟s program, 

you are never forgotten.  Of all creatures, you are the one so dear and 

close to the Lord‟s heart.  “For I know the plans I have for you” (or the 

thoughts that I think toward you) “declares the LORD, “plans to prosper 

you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future” (Jeremiah 

29:11).  Did I hear future?  Yes, your future is secure and good despite all 

the negative things around you.  ñSince thou wast precious in my sight, 

thou hast been honourable, and I have loved thee: therefore will I give 

men for thee and people for thy lifeò (Is.

“I have called thee 

by name; thou art mine” (Is. 43:1).  “I know thy abode, and thy giving out, 

and thy coming in”.  “Behold, I have graven thee upon the palms of my 

hands; thy walls are continually before me (Is. 49:16).  Whatever is 

engraved on the palm serves as a constant reminder and abides as long as 

that palm lives and we know God lives forever, and this is why your
